Swim & Dive Team FAQ’s
Where can I find these years’ registration materials?

What are this years registration fees?

$80.00/swimmer on or before May 1, 2011

$90.00/swimmer after May 1, 2011

$65.00/diver on or before May 1, 2011

$75.00/diver after May 1, 2011

Dual Registration fee $115.00 on or before May 1, 2011

Dual Registration fee $125.00 after May 1, 2011
Can my child “try” the Swim Team or Dive Team before signing up?

Yes, the first week of practice is a good time to “try” the Swim Team & Dive Team. For those interested in joining the team, registrations are due Friday, June 3rd.   
What about team suits? 

The team traditionally gets a new suit every two years. We will be using the same suit as last summer and they can be purchased at Swim N Things located at 5494 East Evans, phone (303)757-2680.  Just as last summer, the store will carry a limited number of the suit in stock, but may need to order your size. Please place your order for your suit by May 1, to ensure that you receive the suit by the first meet.  Some of our female swimmers experienced issues with the fit of the team suit.  If this is the case, please purchase either a solid navy blue or red suit instead.  Our team colors are navy blue and red.

What about team t-shirts?

Only new members to the team will get the ORCA t-shirt, from last summer, as part of their registration.  For those swimmers needing or wanting a new shirt for this summer, you can order one for $10.00 when you register.  Please be sure to include your size and add the additional amount to your registration fees.  

When is the first practice? 

Conditions permitting, we hope to have early season practices starting on Thursday, May 19th and running through Thursday, May 26th.  THERE WILL BE NO PRACTICE on Friday, May 27th or Monday, May 30th (Memorial Day).  Otherwise, the first day of practice is the Tuesday after Memorial Day, Tuesday, May 31st.  For those swimmers or divers that are still in school the first week of practice, we will continue evening practices from Tuesday, 5/31 through Thursday, 6/2
Evening practice times beginning Thursday, May 19th:  
SWIMMERS: 4:30-5:30 pm for 11 and up; 5:30-6:30 pm for 10 and under

DIVERS:  4:30-5:30 pm for all ages

There is usually a parents meeting during the first week of practice.  When is that scheduled? 

There will be a mandatory parents meeting on Wednesday, May 25th at 4:30 pm or 5:30 pm.  Parents need to attend only one of the meetings as the same information will be covered in both
What if there is bad weather on the day of a meet?

Swim meets are rarely cancelled because of bad weather. (League bylaws stipulate that if a swim meet is cancelled is must be rescheduled and this is difficult to do.) Check the website, or call the weather hotline at the pool (303-758-2636) for updates in the case of inclement weather.

What if there is bad weather in the morning for a practice?

Practice will never be cancelled due to weather (i.e. temperature, rain, etc.)  On days that might be questionable, please plan for a dry land workout.  Bring warm clothes (i.e sweatshirts and sweatpants) as well as tennis shoes.     
When are the swim and dive meets?

Eastmoor swim meets are normally on Friday mornings starting at 7:30 a.m. Coaches will specify the warm up schedule. Typically, the older swimmers warm up first at 6:30 a.m. with the younger swimmers entering the water at 7:00 a.m. This year, Eastmoor’s first meet will be a home dual meet against Bear Creek on Saturday, June 4th , so please plan accordingly.  Dive meets are typically on Thursday afternoon, starting at 1:00 p.m.  
How are the relays determined? 

Coaches determine the events for each swimmer and who is on relays. Coaches will do their best to accommodate swimmer requests for specific events, but it is not always possible to do so. Also, coaches will take into consideration the level of swimmer commitment when deciding relays. Swimmers who consistently attend practice and work hard are more likely to be on a relay team than swimmers whose attendance is sporadic.

What does the team think about swimmers attending camp and/or taking family vacations?

We do realize that summer is short and kids will go to camp and families will take vacations.  If it is possible to schedule camps and vacations at times other than our target meets (Bear Creek – 6/4; Monaco - 7/8; Crestmoor – 7/15; A-League-7/22-23) it is greatly appreciated by the coaches and other swimmers alike. Regardless of when the camp or vacation is scheduled, please make a note of it in the vacation notebook that is set out every morning by the coaches.  If you will not be at practice or the meet that week, please let the coaches know.  If you will not be at practice, but will be participating in the meet, please let the coaches know what events you would like to swim.  
Why do I have to volunteer?

One of Eastmoor Swim Team’s greatest strengths has always been the wonderful parents who volunteer their time to make the team successful, and in fact, without parent volunteers the team would cease to exist. As such, each family is asked to volunteer four times total, a combination of our three home swim meets (which includes the “A" meet this year), and one swim team social event.  We will also need a limited number of volunteers for the Relay and B meet.  These meets are an opportunity to make up a volunteer assignment if you are unable to help at a home swim meet.  As an accountability system, each family is asked to submit a check for $100 at the beginning of the season. If you are unable to volunteer for the four events requested, you may ask that your check be cashed. Otherwise, once you fulfill your four volunteer events, the check will be shredded at season’s end.  If you are unable to fulfill one of your volunteer obligations, other opportunities than those mentioned above are available or you simply will forfeit $25 of the $100 check

Where do the concession proceeds from home meets go? 
The Eastmoor Swim & Dive Team is self-funded. The registration fees are used to pay for coach’s salaries, meet entry fees, end of year swimmer/diver gifts and other incidental costs. Proceeds from the concession are used to pay for costs associated with socials, supplement costs for end of the year swimmer/diver gifts, and purchase other items that directly benefit the Swim & Dive Team.  This year we hope to purchase additional equipment such as lap counters, kick boards, storage cart, etc.  
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
